HOW TO CHECK YOU MAGAZINE DRIVE ORDER STATUS ONLINE 
 
It‘s about that time of year when people start to ask when they can expect their magazine subscriptions to start 
arriving. The year, we partnered with a new publisher, American Publishers. 
American Publishers has a great online tool to answer your question! 
Please note that the advertised processing time is 10-12 weeks. (Our drive officially ended in late October) That said, 
many subscriptions may not begin until January. Depending on the frequency of issues (some magazines only come 6 
times/year) you may not see your first issue right away. The majority of our customers have started to receive their 
magazines already! 
 
To find out the current status of your order, simply follow these easy steps: 
Go to http://www.aphearst.com 
Choose ―Check Order Status‖ button on the right side of the homepage 
 
You can look up your order in two ways. 
If you have your pink receipt, you may look up order by zip code and receipt number. 
No receipt? No problem! You may look up order by zip code and last name (Be careful if you have a common last 
name, it will list all orders in our zip code) 
You can also call 1-800-284-9711 or email customerservice@aphearst.com. 
 
My experience with this process has been very positive. If, for some reason, you are unable to locate your order 
through the online system, do not hesitate to call the 800-number. The customer service representatives have been very 
helpful. So far, I couldn‘t be happier with the simplicity of the process.

Outstanding Fall Achievements for RJH Musicians 
 

Many musicians at Redmond Junior High can be recognized for high achievement this fall.  Congratulations go to our 
Jazz Band students for their outstanding performance at the Northshore Jazz Festival at Bothell High School on Satur-
day, November 22nd.  They received many fine comments from the two adjudicators and others in the audience.  Our 
school can be very proud of these musicians.   
 
Earning Outstanding Musicianship Awards were the following students:  Peter Castro—alto saxophone feature solo, 
Dylan Hall—alto sax solo, Abu Tafesse—tenor sax solo, Zach Barr—trumpet solo, Donovan Benson—bass playing, 
and Karl Ronneburg—drum set playing. 
 
In addition to the Jazz students , eight students have been selected to Junior All State music groups, and three students 
were selected for High School All State music groups.  To be selected for these groups, each student prepared audi-
tion material to be screened and selected for participation in their respective All State Concert.  There are hundreds 
of applicants for each of the groups.  Students that are selected for this honor are among the finest eighth grade mu-
sicians in western Washington, and the three ninth grade students selected for High School All State are honored to 
be selected from among the finest high school students, grade nine through twelve, in the state.   Junior All State stu-
dents will meet in Des Moines in March for their rehearsal with a nationally-prominent conductor and following per-
formance.  High School All State students meet during the Washington Music Educators Convention in Spokane in Feb-
ruary.  Well-known Washingtonians who have participated in past years‘ WMEA All-State groups include The Seattle 
Post-Intelligencer's Pulitzer Prize-winning editorial cartoonist and columnist David Horsey, 2008 National Teacher of 
the Year Andrea Peterson, former Spokane County Sheriff Mark Sterk, and jazz saxophonist Kenny G.

Join the Competition at RJH! 
 
Did you know that Redmond Jr. High has a team that competes in a knowledge and trivia based game?!  That‘s right 
the Academic Games team competes against other junior highs in a game that stretches students thinking and problem 
solving skills.  You don‘t need to be a future rocket scientist to be on our team!  All you need is a competitive spirit.  We 
are looking for students who are good at different subjects: Math, English Literature, History, Geography and general 
knowledge; and those who like to debate and present as well.  RJH has a reputation for having a small but mighty 
team and this year we are aiming for a full and mighty team.   
 
Practices & Competitions: 

Practices are held from 2:30-3:30 on Monday, Tuesday and Friday in room 202, during January and February 2009. 

Attend as many practices as you can.  It‘s fine to compete even if you can only attended a few practices.  However, the 

more you attend the more prepared you will be for the competitions.  

At practice we run through the rules and sample questions for each quarter, research topics for 3rd quarter questions 

and play fun trivia games such as Are You Smarter Than a 5th Grader. 

Competitions will be held on Saturday February 7, 2009 and Saturday February 28, 2009   

These competitions are played at the Lake Washington School District Resource Center (Redmond Town Center) starting 

at 9:00 am. Each team will play 2 games on both Saturdays for a total of 4 games each. The winning team from the 

district then plays in the national tournament. 

The national tournament is played via tele-conferencing and is a wonderful opportunity for students to meet and talk 

with other students from around the nation. Lake Washington has a reputation for being ‗the district to watch‘ as our 

teams are consistently in the Elite Eight or above. 

About the game: 

The game is set up similar to a sports game with 4 timed quarters and a shot clock for answering questions.  The goal is 

to get as many points as possible and as few deductions as possible.  

GOAL=15 or more players, we lose points for fewer players!! 

There are individual and group participation opportunities within the game. 

Quarter 1, 2, and 4 are similar.  5 players sit at a front table with up to 5 subs behind them.  You are given questions, 

which you gain points for answering correctly.  During some quarters you receive penalties for answering incorrectly 

and can foul out after 2 incorrect answers.  You can also ―steal‖ questions from the other team.  Questions are related 

to Science, English, Social Studies, Math and Current Events.  Each quarter has a different amount of time on the shot 

clock for answering questions.  Each quarter is 15 min in length. 

 

The 3rd quarter is very different than the other quarters.  The team must research a given topic prior to the competition 

so that on game day they can plan and make a presentation.  The team participating in this quarter receives the ques-

tion as the first quarter begins, which gives them approximately thirty minutes to prepare a presentation.  The students 

are not allowed to take any written research into the preparation room however they are encouraged to make posters 

as part of the presentation.   The question usually relate to a topic with several pros and cons that need to be consid-

ered such as eliminating the penny or downloading music.  Other past topics have been carbon footprints and creating 

a disaster relief plan for the city of Redmond.
